Proposed Fishing & Hunting Regulations 

The New York State Department of Environmental Conservation has recently submitted a regulatory proposal to amend boundaries of wildlife management units (WMUs) to meet game species management needs. The proposed changes will result in a reduction from the current 96 WMUs to 92 WMUs. Several of the proposed changes will also result in changes to game species seasons (both trapping and hunting) incidental to the WMU boundary changes.
